The CPU is often referred to as the ‘heart’ of the computer.  The purpose of the CPU is to process information.  It is where all of the searching, sorting, calculating and decision making takes place.
In order for this to happen, a four stage process needs to take place.  This is commonly referred to as the ‘execute-decode-fetch’ cycle.

The CPU has three main parts. One of them is known as the ‘Control Base’.  This is where the flow of data into, out of and around the hard disk is controlled.   The second part is known as the ‘Information Access Store’.  This is where the data and programs needed by the control unit are stored permenantly.  The Arithmetic and Logic Unit is where the computer performs calculations and comparisons on the data.

With each tick of the clock, the CPU can process a million instructions.  
Normal home computers can typically process three thousand millions of instructions per minute.
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
